For the month of January, the children are working more on Social Studies.  We discussed people and places in our neighborhoods.  We talked about medical services and police services to name a few. We’ve been implementing “Your Baby Can Read” series  during our circle time with the use of the books provided as well as the Cd’s so they can associate verbal with written. The children are also getting much better in identifying their letters.  I stepped it up a bit to see if they really know and understand by doing word and letter puzzles.

The children in K 2B learned many new things this month.  The children discussed people, places , machines, tools and animals in their neighborhoods.  We talked about how police officers can help you if you are in danger.  McGruff the Crime Dog visited us and spoke with us about Stranger Danger and other ways to keep safe.  We learned that firefighters help put out fires.  We also worked on the letters I and J, and the sound each makes by completing different worksheets.  We learned words hat begin with each letter.  In Math we worked on the number 9 and 10 by counting different objects around the classroom.  We played different types of games to help recognize colors and shapes.  We are also working on patterns.  We are continuing with “Your Baby Can Read” and the “Rock and Learn” DVD’s to enhance our recognition of letters and words.  We are also counting in Spanish as well as learning hello and good bye.  The children are doing very well with that.

Potty training throughout the class is going very well.

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K 3 ~ Ms. Jetaime
For the month of January, we have four themes.  We are discussing places, people, machines and tools and animals that can be found in our neighborhoods.  The students will review recognizing their names in print by spelling and tracing their names.  Students will work on building their vocabulary by describing people, places, machines tools, and animals that can be found in their neighborhoods.  Students will continue to show interest and awareness of numbers by reviewing numbers 0-19.  Students will begin to understand words such as up, down, over, under, top bottom, inside and outside.    For science, students will observe similarities and differences in objects, they will use their senses and will ask questions about what they have observed during the science lesson.  For social studies, students will become aware of their surroundings by having discussions about their family, friends, neighborhoods and childcare setting.

K 4/5 ~ Ms. Kim and Ms. Linda

During the month of January, the students are working on the letters Q through S.  They are identifying the sound each letter makes and tracing as well as writing the letters.  The students have been working on the 5 W’s in a story and finding the main idea.  They have created rhyming words by changing the 1st consonant in a word.  They also have worked on syllables of words by clapping out the syllables in their names and other words.  
In Math, students have focused on number 18 through 20.  They have traced and written the numbers as well as counted out the objects of these amounts.  The children have identified the value of a penny and a nickel.  They have compared the amounts.  They have counted forward and backward to 50!  We have discussed the importance of banks and saving money. They have graphed amounts of money that were in their piggy banks.  They have sorted items according to the type of store in which they are found.  We are also working on adding and subtracting numbers!  We like Math!!

In social studies, we identified places in our neighborhoods and we made a town!  We have had discussions about the many places and people in our neighborhoods and what jobs we see them doing.

In science, we reviewed fire safety rules.  We discussed how to brush our teeth and why we do it.
