The infants are developing well and are happy!  They are improving daily in their developmental milestones.  They love to experiment with different toys by hitting the buttons to make different things happen.  They are encouraged to explore and play.  They look at pictures of familiar objects in books and enjoy feeling and learning about different textures such as hard and soft. This month of March, 2010, the children have been working on identifying their shapes and colors through objects in and outside of the classroom. We welcome our new students into our class.  For math, the children have been doing art activities that has been helping them identify numbers in a hands-on-way.  In English, we have been using site words to verbally communicate and pronounce certain words correctly. The children are continuing to learn how to be independent by putting their own glue on paper.  They will continue to learn how to use scissors correctly which will enhance their fine motor skills.  For science, the children learned how to compare sizes and colors. We also learned about trees and animals and what their basic needs are. It’s such a joy to see some of the children’s improvements and I thank some of the parents in working with your child when time permits.

This month the students have been focusing on the letters Mm, Nn and Oo and the sound each make.  The students are continuing to learn through worksheets and activities with the letters.  They’ve been practicing tracing the letters using a pencil.  We have also been working on distinguishing between our left and right.  In Math, we have been reviewing the numbers 1-10 through worksheets and counting in different size groups in English and Spanish!  We will continue to practice patterns through visuals and worksheets.  In Science, we have had a lot of fun mixing colors.  We have also been using magnifying glasses to look for bugs insects during nature walks when the weather permitted and reviewing of body parts.

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K 3 ~ Ms. Jetaime and Ms. Linda
For the month of March we had four themes. Our first theme was Insects. The students learned about different kinds of insects, where they live, how they grow, and their different body parts. The second theme was How Can I Visit the World Around Me.   The students learned about cars, boats, airplanes, bikes, horses, wagons, trucks, and trains. The third theme was What Is In the World Around Me  With this theme, the students learned about water, trees and plants, the sun, rain, volcanoes, earthquakes, and the earth’s crust.    The fourth theme was Spring Break, and the students learned reviewed everything that they had learned over the school year. Along with learning about the different themes the students have reviewed recognizing their names in print by spelling and tracing their names.  The students have worked on building their vocabulary by discussing people and objects. Students have continued to show interest and awareness of numbers by reviewing numbers 0-20. The students were introduced to the words “pair” and “tri”. The students have reviewed shapes daily during circle time. The students have also reviewed the alphabet and letter sounds daily during circle time. For science, students have identified the different parts of insects, the earth’s crust, and plants. The students have asked questions about what they have observed during the science lesson. For social studies, the students have become aware of their surroundings by having discussions about plants, insects, and nature and living things.

K 4/5 ~ Ms. Kim 

During the month of March, the students are working on the letters A through Z.  We have practiced tracing and writing all the letters.  We have created rhyming words and identified word families.  We have identified the vowel and the sound they make.  We also have identified all of the sounds for each letter.  We practice these sounds daily through our review.  We have listened to stories and made predictions as well as identified story elements.  In Math, we have counted daily to 100.  We have  counted by 1’s, 5’s, and 10’s.  The students have enjoyed playing math games such as “Find the Missing Number”.  We have traced numbers and put them in order, we have estimated and checked our value of a dime and counted by tens.  We have added and subtracted as well as used a ten frame.  We have created patterns and identified missing pieces in a patter.  We have created graphs about the weather and ways we like to travel.  In science, we have identified how trains move on a track and how airplanes fly.  We identified items that sink and float.  We have discussed different natural environments.  We used our senses to identify objects.  We also discussed the Scientific Method.  In Social Studies this month, we discussed rules for traveling safely.  We identified different transportation jobs.  We also learned about how asking questions are important as well as places to find the information that we seek.
